Newbridge Access/Exit

Directions:
From Builth Wells take the A470 north towards Rhayader. On the other side of Newbridge on Wye, take the left
turn onto the B4358 to Beulah. Access to the river is from the right bank on the downstream side of the bridge.

Unloading and Parking:
Unloading and parking is possible in the lay-by on your left immediately after crossing the bridge. Parking is also
possible on the hard-standing directly opposite this lay-by.

Accessing the water: WARNING!!!!

Use the track leading down to the river from the lay-by. This is an important fish spawning area, especially for
salmon in the winter and for grayling in April. YOU MUST ENSURE THAT YOU DO NOT DISTURB THE GRAVELS
WITH PADDLES OR BY TREADING ON THE RIVERBED.
